Many memories of high school days take on an 

almost tangible presence when one visits the 1900 block 
of North Echo Avenue. Thoughts of lunch hour visits to 
Kilner’s, posing for senior pictures at Frigulti’s Studio, 
ordering a class ring at Steffen’s Jewelry, or enjoying a 
burger at the Goal Post suddenly seem like events that 
happened yesterday.  Forty-five years disappear in an 
instant as one ponders the happy days of high school. 
 In the intervening years, many changes have 
taken place. One by one, the old businesses have left the 
neighborhood. Some of the storefronts have seen many 
different tenants and have then stood empty—a grim 
reminder of the northerly growth of our city.  Other of 
the buildings have been more fortunate. Small businesses 
have opened within their walls and have found a 
permanent home. 
 The 1920s building at the corner of Echo and 
Weldon—the one with the distinctive cobalt blue tile of 
the Art Deco era—is undergoing a renaissance.  Once 
covered with graffiti and suffering the indignity of 
broken tiles and obvious neglect, the building has 
undergone extensive renovation. Thanks to owners John 
Borrelli and his family, the building has been brought 
back to life. 
 Two new businesses have opened—a 
coffeehouse and a pizzeria—in the restored building. The 
coffeehouse, Javawaba, serves a variety of coffees, teas, 
sandwiches, and salads. It is open all day, seven days a 
week. Owners Dane Williamson and Anthony 
Santangelo and their staff warmly welcome each guest. 
Their vision of creating a friendly neighborhood-
gathering place is quickly becoming a reality. Victor’s 
Pizzeria and Bistro next door (with a Weldon Street 
entrance) is also finding its niche in the Fresno High 
neighborhood. Owner Reiner Weber learned how to 
make pizza from a relative of his wife who owns a 

pizzeria in San Francisco.  The delicious aromas 
emanating from his kitchen and the friendly ambience of 
his dining room are drawing many patrons.  

It seems that a new era is underway in the old  
neighborhood.  With the new era will be new memories 
for another generation of Fresno High School grads.
